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HSFIS 4.3 is here as scheduled!  This release is an upgrade from HSFIS 4.2.  It contains a number of new features and fixes.

Reading the information about the changes made in HSFIS 4.3 will help you understand the improvements and the differences.  Since the information is very detailed you may want to keep it on hand to use as a reference. 

Major Enhancements:

· New! Transportation Module:  By tracking buses/routes and passenger’s weekly schedule, HSFIS 4.3 provides a useful tool for Head Start agencies to track pick up and drop off points, print out personalized bus time table, and print out daily passenger list for bus drivers.
· Family Browser:  You have asked for this feature!  Users can now see all families in all programs at once!  For those agencies handling multiple programs, this new feature not only helps you to avoid entering duplicated families, but also allows you to print out reports from a new angle!
· Much Improved Letters/Labels:  You can now generate letters and labels for the Staff, Volunteer, and Resource Directories.  The address lines have been re-designed so that you will have flexible format (e.g. address the recipients as ‘Parent of {child name}’ or omit the address to get file labels).
· New PIR Module:  HSFIS 4.3 will be able to answer about 75% of questions this year.
· New Growth Charts:  Fully re-designed growth charts forms!  HSFIS 4.3 uses all five standard growth charts from CDC.
· 8 new reports have been added to HSFIS 4.3 (see the list at the end of this document).  Fixed some existing reports issues with attendance, etc.
The following is detailed descriptions of the fixes and features, organized according to browser and form.

Installation:

· New Installation Procedure:  HSFIS 4.3 is an upgrade version from HSFIS 4.20.  If you are using an older version of HSFIS or you are installing HSFIS the first time on a PC, you must install or convert to HSFIS 4.20 first
· If you are a currently HSFIS 4.2 user, you will only need to run Workstation Setup once on each workstation to upgrade the software and database to version 4.30.  The Workstation Setup will utilize your existing BDE to update the HSFIS Database automatically.

Improved Letter/Label functions:

· Users may define printing margins for each letter template.

· Each generated letter also keeps the default margins, and can be changed individually

· The default header file can be ignored, if user chooses not to use a header.

· Users do not have to automatically generate the date and the recipient/address at the top of the letter.

· Users may define 'Name Line' now.  For example: Parents of {Full Name}.  For resource letters, users can modify a second name line (e.g. Attn: {Full Name})

PIR:

· Due to the overwhelming number of changes in this year’s PIR, HSFIS will only answer 75% of the PIR questions.

· HSFIS will launch the PIR2002 program developed by Xtria to view/edit/validate the results.

Intake:

· Fixed the issue with EHS demographic form giving an error after closing the form.

· Fixed the issue with Attendance and Meals where a child does not appear if s/he dropped out during the month.

· Modified Prioritization report to show two decimal points after the whole number.

Download:

· Users can now select centers for Staff and Volunteer download.  By default, all centers are selected.

· Users can now select HSFIS systems for community resource to download.  By default, all systems are selected.

· In-kind data download: Donation and timesheet data will be filtered automatically by the selection of volunteers and resources.

System

· System Setup: We have added a button 'Save Hsfis_Id.cen' to the locations tab so that the user may re-generate this file for remote sites to use.  This button is only visible on the Central System.

· We have Added 'Letter/Mailing Labels' as an item to staff, volunteer and resource modules so that users may control the access rights.

· We have added the new transportation screens to intake module so that users may control the access rights.

Transportation

· In the System Browser, You can use ‘Transportation: Bus/Bus Route Setup’ to define buses/routes/bus stops.

· In the Family and Center Browsers, a new menu item ‘Transportation: Bus/Route Assignments’ has been added to Forms/Other.  This is used for individual family members.

· In the Family and Center Browsers, a new menu item ‘Transportation: Pickup Authorization’ has been added to Forms/Other.  This tracks who may pick up a child.

· In the Family and Center Browsers, a new menu item ‘Transportation: Bus Management’ has been added to Action.  This is used for tracking bus passengers

Growth Charts:

· We have added the BMI-for-Age charts

· HSFIS now uses standard CDC Growth Charts

Data Doctor: 

· Now holds unlimited error messages

· Can now detect more problems

· Can now remove any fully duplicated records

· Can now detect empty numeric fields that may be required by the software.  For example, it can detect that the database has an empty version number, which may cause problems during upgrades and data transfers.

Volunteer Browser: 

· Users can now filter volunteers by volunteer category.
Miscellaneous Fixes:

· Fixed the problem with group timesheet: couldn't add an event timesheet record for any volunteer with long names
· Staff Browser: Users can now double-click to open the staff form, if you have access rights to it.

· Income Guidelines: fixed a problem that the code 'AA' is always used for all user-defined guideline records.
